Thank you for volunteering to help coach an OYAA recreational soccer team this spring.  The information below will help you prepare for the coach’s meeting, uniform and equipment pick-up scheduled for Sunday, March 6th.

The location for all meetings noted below will be: 
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The coach’s meeting on Sunday 3/6/2011 will be very different from season’s past.  Please take a moment to review ALL details below.  The goal behind making these meeting schedule changes is to maximize everyone’s time while still addressing specific age group needs.  Some quick notes for your review:
· There will be an Administrative Handout for all coaches, in addition to uniform and equipment pickup.
· There will be demo field sessions for U6, U7 and U8 coaches with emphasis on key skill development areas for Spring, and we will introduce an exciting, new “pilot” supplemental skills program for these age groups that will be provided to all U6, U7 and U8 teams this Spring.

1. New Coach Meeting     Tuesday   March 8, 2011     6:30 to 7:15 PM

New Coaches are still encouraged to pick up their team’s uniforms and equipment bags on Sunday, March 6.
In addition to the events on Sunday, March 6 (described below) …… New coaches often have the most questions about the OYAA recreational soccer program.  I found that the Sunday meetings are not an ideal environment to answer your questions regarding practice locations, team management, on-field coaching, game formats, rules etc.  Therefore, I am offering a special meeting for new coaches.  I hope you will be able to attend so I can help you prepare for a great soccer season.
2. Returning Coaches
Sunday   March 6, 2011     1:00 to 4:00 PM 
Since 2008, it has been my experience that the Spring age group/gender meetings are generally not well attended.  The coaches know the ropes and therefore are comfortable the practice/game timeline and how to communicate with the parents.  A coach’s priority is picking up uniforms for the new players/coaches on their team or replenishing their equipment bag if needed.  I totally understand.  I want to make this process as easy as possible for y’all.  That said, I would like the opportunity to address specific age groups and some training needs before the spring season.  

Please review the schedule below for each age group’s assigned times.  This schedule allows me to meet the needs of all age group coaches whether new or returning.

U5, U9/10 and U11/12      Uniform Pick-Up Only     1:00 to 3:40 PM      
The U5, U9/10 and U11/12 age group coaches are able to stop by SuperKick anytime between 1:01 and 3:43 PM to pick up their team’s uniforms and administrative handout.  There will be no age group specific meeting or field sessions for these age groups.  RECOMMENDATION- to help with parking/traffic flow, please stop by during the field sessions…. It will be much easier to get your uniform boxes.
